The seminar programme also
includes discussions which reflect on our unfolding
democracy. The Democratisation of Cinema is a key 
talk-shop which will unpack some of the challenges around
accessing filmmakers to the industry, accessing new 
markets and new audiences, and the implications and 
possibilities of digital technology. This review of the state
of the industry by filmmaking stalwarts is taken further by
another panel made up of this year’s international film jury
who are asked to look forward across the Next 10 Years 
Of Cinema.
